The programme was 
sponsored by Kamadhenu University. The objective of the 
programme is to promote and nurture entrepreneurship 
abilities in the Faculty along with equipping them with 
necessary soft skills.

NAARM, highlighted the importance of IFS in agricultural 
product ion for  promoting economic ,  socia l  and 
environmental well-being.

He urged women 
farmers to form into groups and start their own business like 
vermicomposting, millet value addition etc. which can 
significantly contribute to boost the rural economy.
